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TREE: I’m very sorry, but my roots are here. I couldn’t 
leave even if I wanted to. But I can give you a little 
gift for being so polite.

(The tree shakes its big branches and lots of little
things fall hitting the king on the head.)

KING: (Picks up a seed and looks at it curiously.) What’s 
this?

TREE: They’re my children. They’re called seeds. They 
don’t have roots yet so they can travel. You only 
have to plant them and give them lots of water so 
they can grow. And when they are big, they will give 
you lots of shade like I do.

KING: Really?

TREE: Really.

KING: Well, thank you very much, Mr. Tree. I will take 
very good care of them. Now I must return to my 
kingdom. This will make my subjects very happy. 
(Puts the seeds in his backpack and leaves saying 
goodbye to the tree.) 

*Scene Three*

Setting: The tree exits and the sun enters shining
brightly. The inhabitants are lying about the park. The
king enters and hands a seed to each inhabitant.

NARRATOR/SEED: When the king arrived in the 
Shadeless Kingdom, he found the people fainting 
from the heat. He gave a seed to each person.

INHABITANT 1: (A disgusted face) What’s this?
